Take off and put on clean support stocking, then wash for next day
Verbal prompts and supervision to change and use pads
Prompt medication and assist with dosset box
Make sure he is taking plenty fluids, always leave a drink
Make bed daily, change when required and put in washing machine (in the flat) then hang up on clothes horse
Assist with breakfast & tea
Light household duties
To take initiative when needed to help make his house a safer environment.
